B Vietnam: Rural Roads Project
m rehabilitated 7,600 kilometers of roads and 26 kilometers of bridges;

W improved accessibility to all-weather roads for about 16 million people and
helped lift more than 200,000 people out of poverty;

m trained 14,000 staff in rural road maintenance;
m increased health facility visits, improved school attendance, and reduced
rural-urban price differences.
B China: Third National Rail Project

m met the growing demand for transport of people and goods between
Guizhou and Yunnan provinces;

W reduced costs of international container transport between inland centers
and ports;

m included analytical and advisory support services to apply modern track anc
catenary management technologies;

m included policy dialogue with the Ministry of Railways to attract external
investment and on management of multiple operators in the railway
industry.

B Vietnam: Inland Waterways and Port Rehabilitation Project

m enhanced the capacity, efficiency, and safety of inland waterway transport
in the Mekong Delta region, being the dominant transport mode for around
20 million people;

B India: Highway Development Program

m developed modern highway system through the National Highway
Development Program -- 1500 km of national highways developed;

m supported state-level highway improvement 7 000 km of state highways
developed in nine states;

m reduced travel time through highway improvement (up to 33%).

B Pakistan: National Trade Corridor Program, 2005-2007

m reduced the cost of trade by improving transport logistics infrastructure and
services interconnecting all modes and providing connectivity for 80% of the
population;
